Access

he real possibility of using a space or system, not just its
al availability
exists when movement does not depend on

ssion, assistance, perfect timing, or extra effort

Barriers

Obstacles embedded in everyday systems that limit or
condition mobility.

Barriers are not isolated failures — they are patterns that
repeat, accumulate, and shape who can move independently
and who cannoft.

Operational Barriers

Barriers created by how systems function in daily life, such as
fiming. reliability, information flow, or staff availability. Even
when infrastructure exists, operational barriers can turn
acc nfo uncertainty.

Public Transport Systems
Shared mobility networks designed for collective use, offen
presented as inclusive alfernafives to MIV. In practice, these
systems con reproduce dependency when access s
inconsistent or conditional

Dependency

A state where mobility depends on assistance, permission, or
favourable  conditions  Dependency s not caused by
individuals, but by systems that fail to support diverse mobility
needs.

Mobility Experience

The lived redlity of moving through the city, shaped by bodlies,
systems, fime, and environment. Mobility is experienced
differently depending on how access and barriers intersect in
everyday life

Three Mobility Experiences
Three distinct lived experiences used in this project fo illustrate
how the same urban system produces unequal outcomes
These experiences reveal how access is negotiated, delayed,
or denied

Uncertainty

The inability fo predict whether a journey will work as
expected  Uncertainty  increases  stress,  reduces
independence, and often leads to avoidance of public space

Permission

A condition where movement requires approval, assistance,
or external validation. When access depends on permission,
mobility is no longer independent.

System Failure

Not a single breakdown, but a repeated inability of systems to
respond fo diverse needs System failure becomes visible
through everyday experiences, not exceptional events

Accessibility

Not the addition of features, but the removal of uncertainty.
Accessibllity exists when mobility works consistently, not
occasionally.

Routine. daily movement such as commuting. shopping, or
attending appointments.
